e All pages must be numbered, and references should be formatted in APA style. Articles MUST be
submitted in electronic Word format (DOC OR DOCX) ONLY! We do not accept Google Docs.

e Abrief author/s bio and the author’s mailing address should be included at the end of the article.

e An honorarium certificate valued at $100 will be awarded to the lead author(s) of each selected article.
The certificate may be used to offset the cost of either a TASSP membership or conference registration for
the TASSP Summer Workshop or Fall Summit. Only one honorarium will be awarded per article. To qualify
for membership, the author must meet the eligibility requirements for either the TASSP Active
Membership or Associate Membership.
